Proposed Post Office Closure - Egginton
This small post office is used by around 50 people a week. There is no convenient bus service for much of the village. Some services don't actually enter the village but turn on the edge. There is no bus service to the nearest post office, at Willington (which, is nearly 3 miles away).  There is no convenient car parking near the Willington Post Office.  Walking this distance is unrealistic and there are no pavements on much of the route. Egginton has an above average proportion of pensioners in its population, and pensioners are disproportionately heavy users of a post office.

The post office was re-established within the village by community endeavour. As a result its costs are confined to payments to the sub postmistress - the property occupied is provided free.

The post office shares space with the only retail outlet in the village. It is virtually certain that, should the post office close, the shop would close too removing a valuable community resource.

Bearing in mind the low cost base, the lack of sustainable transport alternatives, the distance from other post offices and the fact that retention of the post office is critical to retaining a retail presence in this village there are strong arguments for retaining the post office. I hope the proposal will be reconsidered.
